A breeding soundness examination will be performed by Dr. Orsolya Balogh, DVM, Diplomate of the American College of 
Theriogenologists (Animal Reproduction) and Dr. Nicole Sugai, DVM, AKC/CHF Theriogenology Resident from the Virginia-Maryland 
College of Veterinary Medicine, Virginia Tech. Semen will be manually collected from the dog and a complete semen evaluation to 
include motility, morphology, concentration, and number of breeding doses will be reported. Recommendations will be made on 
suitability for freezing. The fee is $75.00.
Test Shipment: Test shipment evaluation will include all portions of the breeding soundness examination, but will also evaluate the 
ability of semen to withstand chilled shipment conditions. The semen will be processed, centrifugation, and extended, in 3 different 
extenders over a 48-hour period and packaged according to industry standards. The semen will be evaluated at 24 and 48 hours 
for survival and motility.
The results will be reported, including all portions of the BSE, longevity and which extender provided the best results. An overall 
recommendation of the stud dog's ability to survive chilled shipment will be made.
